My dear Brothers and Sister in Christ, children of Mary, 
 

October is the month of the Holy Rosary and October 13th is the anniversary of the  
Miracle of the Sun at Fatima, Portugal in 1917. Over 70,000 people witnessed the  
dancing and hurtling sun, which also totally dried the rain soaked ground and clothing, 
We do well to once again heed our Lady's invitation to pray the Rosary for peace in the 
world. The October apparition of Our Lady, was her sixth and last to Lucia, Jacinta and 
Francisco. The miracle was a loud exclamation point to the message of Our Lady for the 
world to turn back to Jesus in prayer, virtuous living and holiness. Mary's message at  
Fatima is as valid and necessary to heed still. Here is some of the dialogue between Our 
Lady at Fatima and Lucia the eldest of the three children in 1917: 
 

1) Our Lady: “Do you wish to offer yourselves to God to endure all the sufferings that 
He may be pleased to send you, as both an act of reparation for the sins with which He is  
offended and an act of supplication for the conversion of sinners? Lucia: Yes, we do. Our 
Lady: Well then, you will have much to suffer. But the grace of God will be your comfort. 
- (First Apparition of Our Lady of Fatima – May 13, 1917) 
2) ‘Pray the rosary every day to obtain peace for the world and the end of the war.’  
- (First Apparition of Our Lady of Fatima – May 13, 1917) 
3) “[Jesus] wishes to establish devotion to my Immaculate Heart in the world. I promise 
salvation to those who embrace it; and these souls will be beloved of God like flowers 
arranged by me to adorn His throne.”- (Second Apparition of Our Lady of Fatima –  
June 13, 1917) 
4 ) “…Pray the Rosary every day in honor of Our Lady of the Rosary, in order to obtain 
peace for the world and the end of the war, for she alone can be of any avail.” - (Third 
Apparition of Our Lady of Fatima – July 13, 1917) 
5) “Pray, pray much, and sacrifice for sinners, for many souls go to hell because there is 
no one to sacrifice and pray for them.” - (Fourth Apparition of Our Lady of Fatima –  
August 19, 1917) 
6) “I wish to tell you that I want a chapel built here in my honor. I am the Lady of the  
Rosary. Continue to pray the rosary every day. The war is going to end, and the soldiers 
will soon return to their homes.” Lucia: I have many things to ask you: if you would cure 
some sick persons, and if you would convert some sinners… Our Lady: “Some yes,  
others no. They must amend their lives and ask forgiveness for their sins.” Becoming  
sadder, she added, “Let them offend Our Lord no more for He is already much offended.” 
- (Sixth and Last Apparition of Our Lady of Fatima – October 13, 1917)   
Our Lady of Fatima, pray for us! 
 

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo, hijos de María, 
 

Octubre es el mes del Santo Rosario y el 13 de octubre conmemora el Milagro del Sol  
en Fátima, Portugal, en 1917. Más de 70.000 personas presenciaron el sol danzante y  
radiante, que además secó por completo el suelo y la ropa empapados por la lluvia.  
Hacemos bien en atender una vez más la invitación de Nuestra Señora a rezar el Rosario 
por la paz en el mundo. La aparición de Nuestra Señora en octubre fue la sexta y última a 
Lucía, Jacinta y Francisco. El milagro fue un fuerte llamado de atención al mensaje de 
Nuestra Señora para que el mundo se vuelva a Jesús en oración, vida virtuosa y santidad. 
El mensaje de María en Fátima sigue siendo válido y necesario. He aquí parte del diálogo 
entre Nuestra Señora en Fátima y Lucía, la mayor de los tres hijos, en 1917: 

 

1) Nuestra Señora: “¿Desean ofrecerse a Dios para soportar todos los sufrimientos que Él tenga a bien enviarles, como acto de  
reparación por los pecados con los que es ofendido y como acto de súplica por la conversión de los pecadores?” Lucía: Sí, lo deseamos. 
Nuestra Señora: Pues bien, tendrán mucho que sufrir. Pero la gracia de Dios será su consuelo. - (Primera Aparición de Nuestra Señora 
de Fátima – 13 de mayo de 1917) 
2) “Recen el rosario todos los días para obtener la paz en el mundo y el fin de la guerra”. - (Primera Aparición de Nuestra Señora de 
Fátima – 13 de mayo de 1917) 
3) “[Jesús] desea establecer la devoción a mi Inmaculado Corazón en el mundo. Prometo la salvación a quienes lo acepten; y estas  
almas serán amadas por Dios como flores que he dispuesto para adornar su trono.” - (Segunda Aparición de Nuestra Señora de Fátima – 
13 de junio de 1917) 
4) “…Recen el Rosario todos los días en honor a Nuestra Señora del Rosario, para lograr la paz en el mundo y el fin de la guerra, pues 
solo ella puede ser de alguna utilidad.” - (Tercera Aparición de Nuestra Señora de Fátima – 13 de julio de 1917) 
5) “Recen, recen mucho y sacrifíquense por los pecadores, porque muchas almas van al infierno porque no hay nadie que se sacrifique  
y rece por ellas.” - (Cuarta Aparición de Nuestra Señora de Fátima – 19 de agosto de 1917) 
6) “Quiero decirles que quiero que se construya aquí una capilla en mi honor. Soy la Señora del Rosario. Sigan rezando el rosario todos 
los días. La guerra va a terminar y los soldados pronto regresarán a sus hogares”. Lucía: Tengo muchas cosas que pedirles: si podrían 
curar a algunos enfermos y si podrían convertir a algunos pecadores… Nuestra Señora: “Algunos sí, otros no. Deben enmendarse y 
pedir perdón por sus pecados”. Entristecida, añadió: “Que no ofendan más a Nuestro Señor, porque ya está muy ofendido”. (Sexta y 
última aparición de Nuestra Señora de Fátima – 13 de octubre de 1917) ¡Nuestra Señora de Fátima, ruega por nosotros!
